                          I`m having flu-like symptoms
In this month`s language blog I`m going to discuss a bit of grammar with you. Today`s key word is the SUFFIX. Does it sound strange to you? Hope not. I`m pretty sure you`ve already heard this word in your English lessons. 

Suffix is a letter or a group of letters that we add to the ending of words to change their meaning or function. Let me show you a few examples:

· to farm (verb) +er (a sufix) → a farmer ( a noun): we changed the function of the original word.
· dark (adjective)+ ness (a suffix) → darkness (a noun)
· to celebrate (verb) + ion (suffix) →a celebration (a noun)
· beauty (a noun) + ful (suffix)→ beautiful (an adjective)
There are many suffixes in the English language to create a rich vocabulary. The one I`m going to focus on is “like.“
 We can use like as a suffix at the end of a noun to mean similar to.
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An example: The illness causes chest pains and flu-like symptoms.

· like works as a suffix (prípona)
· like is at the end of the noun “flu“
· “flu-like symptoms“ = resembling
 characteristics of flu
She walks so gracefully, with confidence. Who would resist her ladylike charm?
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ladylike = resembling an appearance or behaviour of a well-mannered woman
That`s my favourite deodorant. The one with strong, fruity, apple-like odour.

· apple-like= resembling an apple

It`ll feel more like March than February this weekend with plenty of sunshine and temperatures reaching 18 ºC. However, such spring-like weather is confusing for nature.
· spring-like= resembling spring and its characteristics
The robot was so lifelike, Jake could barely tell it apart from his sister.
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life-like= resembling a living being, resembling life
As for the spelling, British English prefers to use a hyphen
 (apple-like, life-like, spring-like, etc.) On the other hand, American English prefers to write such words as one word.
